The BSc Arch program, which has a strong
focus on environmental and community
sustainability, will also be beneficial for
public and private careers in urban and
construction planning and design, as well
as studies of the built environment.

The BSc Arch program has open
admission, however students who have an
approved diploma or credentials in
architecture may apply for the Post
Diploma route and will be awarded 30
credits towards the BSc Architecture (PD).
Students may receive additional credits
pending review of course content
completed through the diploma program.
